CITY OF CAMROSE 
PROVINCE OF ALBERTA   

A BYLAW OF THE CITY OF CAMROSE IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA TO 
ESTABLISH RESTRICTIONS FOR THE TRANSPORTATION AND HANDLING OF 
DANGEROUS GOODS WITHIN THE CITY OF CAMROSE.   

WHEREAS the Dangerous Goods Transportation and Handling Act being Chapter D-4 of the Revised 
Statutes of Alberta, 2000, as amended, authorizes a local authority to make bylaws to 
designate dangerous goods transportation routes and restrictions and conditions respecting 
the safe transportation of dangerous good with respect to highways under its direction, 
control and management;   

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the City of Camrose, in the Province of Alberta, duly assembled hereby 
enacts as follows:   

(1) DEFINITIONS

  

(A) This Bylaw may be cited as the Dangerous Goods Bylaw .  

(B) Except as outlined in Section 1 of this Bylaw, all definitions in the Dangerous Goods 
Transportation and Handling Act, Chapter D-4 RSA 2000, and Regulations made pursuant 
thereto, as applicable; and the definitions in the Traffic Safety Act, Chapter T-6, RSA and 
Regulations made pursuant thereto, as applicable are adopted for the purposes of the 
interpretation and the application of this Bylaw.  

(C) Chief of Police means a municipal official appointed by Council as the Chief of Police of the 
Camrose Police Service, or anyone appointed to act in his stead.  

(D) City

 

means the Corporation of the City of Camrose, or the corporate limits of the City of 
Camrose, as the context requires.  

(E) City Engineer

 

means a municipal official appointed by Council as the City Engineer, or 
anyone appointed to act in his stead.  

(F) Council  means the Municipal Council of the City of Camrose.  

(G) Fire Chief means a municipal official appointed by Council as manager or head of the 
Camrose Fire Department, or anyone appointed to act in his stead.  

(H) Peace Officer  means a member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, a member of the 
Camrose Police Service, or a special constable.  

(I) Permit means permission in writing, granted by a City Official as authorized in this Bylaw, to 
carry on the activity specified therein.  

(J) Permitted Dangerous Goods Vehicle Storage Location means any area which:  

(i) Is at least fifty (50) metres away from the nearest residential, institutional or 
assembly building, unless specified by the Fire Chief of the City of Camrose, or his 
designate; and  

(ii) Is approved by way of a permit by the Fire Chief, or his designate.  
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(2) DANGEROUS GOODS TRANSPORTATION, HANDLING AND STORAGE

  
(A) No person shall transport any dangerous goods in or on any vehicle or trailer for which 

placards are required, as required by the Dangerous Goods Transportation and Handling Act, 
or any regulation made pursuant thereto, on any highway within the corporate limits of the 
City of Camrose, other than on a designated Dangerous Goods Route as outlined in 
Schedule A", attached to and forming part of this Bylaw, unless the said person is:  

(i) obtaining dangerous goods from or delivering dangerous goods to a location in the 
City of Camrose by the shortest and most direct route from the nearest Dangerous 
Goods Route; or  

(ii) proceeding to or from a permitted dangerous goods vehicle storage location by the 
shortest and most direct route from the nearest Dangerous Goods Route.  

(B) When deemed necessary by the City Engineer, designated routes referred to in Subsection 
2(A) shall be clearly identified by such signs, as shall be posted, set out in Schedule B" 
attached to and forming part of this Bylaw.  

(C) DANGEROUS GOODS PERMITS  

(i) Notwithstanding Section 2, a person which is required to transport dangerous goods 
off a designated Dangerous Goods Route may apply for a permit from the Camrose 
Fire Department by telephoning or writing to:

A permit may be issued subject to conditions.  

(ii) A permit shall not be valid until it has been signed by the Fire Chief, and the permit 
fee has been paid, pursuant to Schedule D-1  herein.  A copy of the signed permit 
shall be forwarded to the Chief of Police, or his designate.  

(iii) The maximum period of time that a permit will be valid for shall be one year.  The 
Fire Chief shall be authorized to issue a permit to an individual vehicle and/or trailer, 
or, in the case where a company may have multiple vehicles might be carrying 
dangerous goods at various times within the permit period, to an entire fleet of 
vehicles and/or trailers.  

(iv) The format of the dangerous goods permit may vary, at the discretion of the Fire 
Chief.  A sample permit is included as Schedule D-2 , herein.  

(D) No person transporting dangerous goods for which placards are required shall stop within the 
City except:  

(i) at a permitted dangerous goods vehicle storage location; or  

(ii) to load or unload; or  

(iii) in compliance with a Peace Officer, an Inspector or a traffic control device; or  

(iv) to repair or refuel the vehicle; or  

(v) in compliance with a valid permit.  

(E) No carrier shall unload dangerous goods at a service station in any vehicle or combination or 
vehicles exceeding a maximum length of 19.8 meters.  

(F) In no instance shall a carrier loading or unloading a dangerous good allow any portion of the 
delivery unit to project beyond the property boundary of the recipient. 
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(2) DANGEROUS GOODS TRANSPORTATION, HANDLING AND STORAGE (Continued)

  
(G) No person shall park any vehicle or trailer containing any dangerous goods in placardable 

quantities:  

(i) upon any roadway within the City, or  

(ii) upon any roadway closer than fifteen (15) meters to any building.  

(iii) This section shall not apply where a vehicle is obliged to be parked or purposes of 
loading or unloading its cargo and such vehicle is clearly marked with a warning 
notice identifying the nature of the cargo.  

(H) Production of Shipping Documents to a Peace Officer  

(i) A person shall, when requested by a Peace Officer, produce for such Officer s, 
inspection any shipping document(s), any permit issued pursuant to this Bylaw, or 
any other document showing the origin and destination of the trip and a description 
of the load.  

(ii) Particulars obtained by a Peace Officer under this Section and submitted by him as 
evidence in Court shall be prima facie proof of the particulars thereon submitted in 
evidence without proof of the signature or official capacity of the person signing the 
document.   

(3)  TRAFFIC TAG

  

(A) A notice or form commonly called a Traffic Tag may be issued by a Peace Officer to any 
person alleged to have breached any provision of this Bylaw, as specified in Schedule C , 
attached to and forming part of this Bylaw, for that particular breach of this Bylaw;  

(B) A Traffic Tag shall be deemed to be sufficiently served:  

(i) if served personally on the accused;  

(ii) if mailed to the address of the registered owner of the vehicle concerned or to the 
person concerned; or  

(iii) if attached to or left upon the vehicle in respect of which the offence is alleged to 
have been committed.  

(C) Nothing in this Bylaw shall prevent any person from defending a charge of committing a 
breach of the provisions of this Bylaw.  

(D) Any person who commits a breach of any of the provisions of this Bylaw shall, on conviction 
for such breach, be liable to a penalty not exceeding two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) 
exclusive of costs; or to imprisonment for, in the case of non-payment, for a term not 
exceeding six (6) months; or to a combination of both fine and imprisonment.  
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(4) GENERAL

  
(A) Bylaw #2389/03 is hereby repealed.  

(B) This Bylaw shall come into force and effect on the date that it is approved by the designated 
Minister or his designate, pursuant to Subsection 17(2) of the Dangerous Goods 
Transportation and Handling Act, after it has been duly passed by Council.

Highway 26 from 48 Avenue to the east City Limits   

Streets:

   

Range Road 201 (i.e. Gravel Pit Road, south of Exhibition Drive) from the south City 
Limits to Camrose Drive 

 

39 Street from the south City Limits to the north City Limits 

 

50 Street from the south City Limits to Camrose Drive 

 

68 Street from the south City Limits to the north City Limits   
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SCHEDULE B

 
Dangerous Goods Route Sign

 
(RB-69 and RB -69T)

     

The Dangerous Goods Route sign (RB-
69) indicates that dangerous goods 
carriers, as prescribed by legislation, are 
permitted to travel along a street or 
highway.   

The sign shall be supplemented with 
proper advance and directional arrows 
(1B-5 to 1B-9) to indicate a turn or a 
change in the direction of a designated 
route.  Advance turn arrows shall be 
installed at a point not less than 50 
metres, or more than 150 metres, in 
advance of an intersection where the 
route changes direction.   

The tab sign (RB-69T) may be used for 
an educational period.   

The signs shall be reflectorized or 
illuminated to show the same color and 
shape by night as by day.
